When the Capitol opened in
1879, two monumental lamp
posts stood on cither side of
the sidewalk ]cading from
Capitol Avenue to the building.
Lit by gas, they provided

an c|q;.mt frame for the
building and a welcome for
visitors. The posts were provided by S.J. Creswell
of Philadelphia, the same company that provided
cast iron for the building. Around the tum of the
century the lamps were converted to dectricity.
Later they were moved from their original location
and eventually removed entirely in the 1920s.

These authentic replicas were created as part of
the Capitol's renewal (2014-2016).

over the state. This marker is the Capitol's third:
the first two were replaced when they became
outdated and worn. The first was dedicated in
1957, not long after the program began. The
second marked the Capitol’s centennial in 1979.
The current marker was dedicated July 23, 2016.

e For DIVINE WISDOM: Those in positions of authority and influence are regularly called upon to make
very difficult decisions that affect many people. Divine wisdom is available for those who ask God for it
(James 1:5). Good decisions will seldom be made without God’s wisdom & direction. (Ps. 111:10,
Prov 2).

e For DISCERNMENT: Sometimes there is a fine line between a right or a wrong decision. Every day
leaders are called upon to decide on issues that may or may not be good for the people they lead and
represent. They clearly need the Lord’s guidance and discernment. (I Kings 3:9)

o For COURAGE: ltis only with courage that leaders can stand up for what’s right and true, and trust
that God is the protector and defender of all right decisions, and that He will honor them for their
bravery. (2 Sam 10:12).

o For PERSEVERANCE: Leaders need prayer to withstand the pressures, tests, and trials that will surely
come their way. Even when it seems their careers or businesses may be at stake, they must persevere,
not give up, and continue doing what is right. (James 1:2, 2 Tim 4:7)

e For HUMILITY: Leaders often have great power, deal with immense sums of money, and can be put up
on pedestals or receive special treatment. This can quickly go to their heads and lead to arrogance and
pride. Pray that God keeps them on their knees, dependent upon Him, heading His instruction so they
may be led by Him and rightly lead others. (1 Pet 5:5, Is 66:2)

o For TEACHABILITY: When leaders are wise and resist the temptation of pride, a teachable spirit will
be evident. We must all acknowledge that there is always more to learn, and that God has much still to
teach us. (Prov 9:9, Eccl 4:13)

o For MORAL INTEGRITY: Leaders often face incredibly strong temptations and may be away from their
families for long periods with little or no accountability. Pray for them to have strength to resist these
temptations that can destroy not only their lives and families, but severely mar their Christian testimony.

o For SELF-CONTROL.: Leaders regularly face situations and pressures that can cause them to struggle
to control their attitudes, actions, and words.

On the pediment high above
the Capitol’s front steps three
figures tell the story of Michigan’s
progress from carliest times to a
modemn state. The central higure
is Michigan, dressed as a Native
American to symbolize the state’s
wilderness past. As she steps out of
that past into the future, she offers
a book and a globe, representing

the knowledge and opportunities
of the modern world.

Michigan is surrounded by
symbols of industry and progress.
A scated female hgure is
agriculture, surrounded by a hom
of plenty, a laurel wreath, a plow
handle, and a sheaf of wheat.
Another female figure represents
commerce and shipping,
surrounded by bales of goods, an
anchor, and the ribs of a partly-
constructed ship. Mining is
represented by ore and mining
tools, while lumbering is
represented by a log, shingles,

and an axe in a stump.
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
